First, the importance of arranging such an event in the name of Leo$ Janacek, a composer
whose greatness is still underestimated. Although his operas are played more and more
often, his piano compositions, chamber music and orchestral pieces are still heard too
rarely.

When | started playing his music in close contact with the choreographer Jifi Kylian, his
music was even more unknown, and | felt | was doing pioneer work. Jifi taught me a lot
about Janacek’s music; its syntax based on his spoken Czech dialect, the sounds of nature,
the bird calls ... all components of the very particular style of the cycle On an Overgrown
Path, the subject of our collaboration. Since then, | have recorded all his piano pieces
several times and by that tried to contribute to the propagation of his work.

Finding young musicians who are willing to set forth this task is therefore essential to
ensure that Janacek’s music strengthens its position in musical life. Personally, | wouldn’t
mind if an even greater part of the repertoire had been taken from Janacek’s oeuvre but
I'm sure the young people, through preparing their programme, will get a sense of the
beauty of his music.

Let us hope that great talent will emerge during the competition. More important than
finding a winner will be to discover new and interesting talent that shows affinity with
Janacek’s music.

Hakon Austbg plsobi jako klavirista jiz
vice nez 60 let. Jeho prvni vystoupeni
s orchestrem v Bergenu v roce 1963 a jeho
prvni recitadl v Oslu v roce 1964 mu v raném
véku ziskaly velkou uctu. Londynsky denik
Daily Telegraph charakterizoval Hakona
Austbg jako ,obrovsky talent hodny
mezinarodniho uznani”.

Je zvlasté prosluly diky své interpretaci
Messiaenova dila. Jeho osobni kontakt se
skladatelem z néj cini jednoho z nositell
autentické tradice, potvrzené prvni cenou
v Messiaenové soutézi v Royanu v roce
1971 a nékolika dalSimi cenami za jeho messiaenovskeé interpretace, jako je Edisonova cena
v Amsterdamu 1998.

Specializuje se rovnéz na Skrjabinovu hudbu. V 90. letech realizoval prvni autentické
barevné provedeni Prométhea v Nizozemsku. Pozdéji uskuteénil také barevné vizualizace
nékolika Messiaenovych skladeb.

Hakon Austbg stravil vétsinu svého Zivota mimo své rodné Norsko. Studium ho privedlo
do Pafize, New Yorku a Mnichova, nez se v roce 1974 usadil v Nizozemsku. V roce 2005 se
Austba vratil do Osla, kde v soucasné dobé zije.

Kromé Messiaenovy ceny Hakon Austbg jako prvni ne-francouzsky obcan ziskal v Pafizi v roce
1970 cenu ,Concours National de la Guilde Francaise des Artistes Solistes”. V roce 1974 se stal
lauredtem Mezinarodni soutéze v Mnichové (v klavirnim duu s Marinou Horak), v Ravelové
soutéziv Pafizi (1975) a jako ¢len Trio du Nord také v bratislavské Mezindrodni tribuné mladych
interpretd UNESCO 1975. V roce 1989 ziskal Cenu norské hudebni kritiky a v roce 1992
byl v Norsku zvolen umélcem roku. V roce 2003 ziskal prestizni Griegovu cenu a v roce 2013
byl nominovan na cenu Severské rady.

Hakon Austbg has been active as a pianist for over 60 years. His first performance with an
orchestra in Bergen in 1963, and his first recital in Oslo in 1964, earned him much acclaim at
an early age.

In 1974 the Daily Telegraph, London, characterized Hakon Austbg as the “possessor of
towering talent worthy of international recognition”.

He is particularly renowned for his work on Messiaen’s music. His personal contact with the
composer made him one of the bearers of an authentic tradition, confirmed by the first prize
in the Messiaen competition at Royan in 1971, and by several other prizes for his Messiaen
performances, such as the Edison prize, Amsterdam 1998.

Anotherfocus of Austbg’s work has been the music of Skryabin. He realized the first authentic
performance of the colour part of Skryabin’s Prométhée in the Netherlands in the 90s, and,
more recently, visualisations of the colours in several of Messiaen’s works.

Hakon Austbg spent most of his life outside his native Norway. Studies brought him to Paris,
New Yorkand Munich, before he settledin the Netherlandsin1974.1n 2005 Austbg returned
to Oslo when he is currently residing.

Beside the Messiaen prize, Hdkon Austbg was the first non-French national to win the
“Concours National de la Guilde Francaise des Artistes Solistes” in Paris (1970). He was prize
winner of the international Munich competition (in piano duo with Marina Horak, 1974), of
the Ravel Competition in Paris (1975), and, as a member of Trio du Nord, of the UNESCO
International Rostrum, Bratislava (1975). He received the prize of the Norwegian music critics
in 1989 and was chosen “Performer of the Year” in Norway in 1992. In 2003 he received the
prestigious Grieg prize, and was nominated for the prize of the Nordic Council in 2013.

V Sukové sini prazského Rudolfina jiz dvakrat vystoupili v ramci festivalu ,Classic and
Jazz” s reprizou v italské Perugii, s italskym houslistou Alessandrem Quartou a dirigentem
Walterem Attanasim, se kterym i ve velkém séle Rudolfina provedli v mezindrodnim
péveckém obsazeni téz dvé slavnad Requiem - Mozartovo 2016 a Cherubiniho 2017.
Prominentnim hostem orchestru Czech Virtuosi je mlada vynikajici americkd houslova
virtuoska korejského plvodu Esther Yoo, vystupujici dnes jiz se svétovymi orchestry
a dirigenty doslova po celém svété. Od unora 2010 jen s Czech Virtuosi absolvovala na
40 koncertd.

Koncertni ¢innost orchestru Czech Virtuosi je nemyslitelnd bez ucasti na benefi¢nich
koncertech pro rizné nadace, napr. Podané ruce, Betlém, ¢i jiz tradi¢né pro Masarykav
onkologicky Ustav.

Zaznamy nékterych svych koncertl vénovali i archivu TV Noe. Jiz tfikrat byli pfizvani
k televiznimu ,Koncertu dobré vale” na Velehradé. Publikum i odborna kritika ceni
na orchestru Czech Virtuosi stylovou Cistotu, barevnost, dokonalou souhru a spontanni
muzikalnost.
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Nowadays, it's hard to imagine a musical life in Brno and other important performances
throughout the Czech Republic without the Czech Virtuosi Orchestra. The rise of this
remarkable “Mozart” musical ensemble that is currently on the European level began with
a concert at the Besedni dim in Brno on 28 January 1989 under the lead of the Japanese
conductor, Hideaki Hirai, co-founder of the ensemble, which currently has 800 concerts
under its belt, with at least one third of these concerts taking place abroad. The Czech
Virtuosi had its debut performance with John Rutter’s Requiem, followed by the first “Leos
Janacek Festival”in Brno by studying the Irish conductor in a unique, chamber version for
17 musical instruments, the master opera, the Cunning Little Vixen and later in Smetana
Hall in Prague, in the Czech premiere of the Japanese composition, the “Princess of the
Moon” opera.

The Czech Virtuosi has kept a “Mozart type” of orchestra domain until now. Since Vienna
is known for being demanding and all-encompassing, it gave the ensemble this stigma.
Vienna was the place, where four successful performances of Mozart’s operas not only
became the starting block for the ensemble’s activities in Europe but it also has a fateful
link to this European music shrine. The Czech Virtuosi has performed at every hall or
important venue in Vienna, including Konzerthaus Hall, Musikverein or the Viennese State
Opera, where Dvoréak’s Stabat Mater, Requiem, or Britten’s War Requiem are performed
every year. These oratory works are also performed in Waldsassen, Germany every year.
The Czech Virtuosi Orchestra is repeatedly invited to prestigious European festivals in
France (Paris, Fenétrange, Dijon, Antibes), Austria (Vienna, Salzburg), Germany (Festspiele
Européische Wochen Passau), Belgium, the Netherlands, Spain, Italy (Rome, Perugia, the
Vatican), Poland (the International Musica Sacromontana Festival in Gostyri) and others.
With its “genuine” group of 33 players, the Virtuosi performed in Japan in 2003. It also
gave a baroque performance in the autumn of 2010 and 2011 without the conductor,
under the artistic leadership of its conc. master, Pavel Wallinger.

In recent years, the Czech Virtuosi has received repeat invitations to prestigious concerts in
France. In 2015, it studied and successfully performed L. L. Janadcek’s Kata Kabanova with
its international cast at the year-round Festival of Czech Music in Dijon, France. Three years
later, it performed Jenufa, with a repeat performance in Caen, France. In the meantime, in
2016, the Czech Virtuosi performed Mozart’s piano concert and Dvofak’s 8t Symphony with
the conductor and soloist, Stefan Veselka. The Ensembile also participates in other festivals
in France every year.

The Czech Virtuosi performs more than half of its 30 concerts in Czech cities. It has
already performed twice in Sukova Hall in the Rudolfi num in Prague for the “Classical
and Jazz Festival”, with a repeat performance at Perugia, Italy with the Italian violinist,
Alessandro Quarta and conductor, Walter Attanasi, who also performed two famous
Requiems, Mozart’s (2016) and Cherubini’s (2017), in Rudolfi num’s large hall along with
the international cast.

The young American violin virtuoso of Korean origin, Esther Yoo, is a prominent guest of
the Czech Virtuosi orchestra. Nowadays, she performs with world leading orchestras and
conductors from all over the world. Since February 2010, she has performed at 40 concerts
with the Czech Virtuosi alone.

In its 22 years of performing concerts, the Czech Virtuosi has been able to arouse the
audience’s enormous interest in Advent and Christmas concerts in the temples of Brno.
These concerts primarily focus on the music of baroque masters. The Three Wise Men
concert together with the charismatic Jifi Pavlica and his Settlement are held at the St.
Peter’s Cathedral in Brno. These concerts are generally sold out in advance.

The concert activities of the Czech Virtuosi go hand in hand with participating at benefit
concerts for various foundations like Podané ruce, Bethlehem or traditionally for the
Masaryk Oncology Institute.

They also donated records of some of their concerts to the TV Noe archive. They have
already been invited to the “Good Will TV Concert” in Velehrad three times. The audience
and expert critics appreciate the Orchestra’s purity, variety, perfect harmony and
spontaneous musicality.
