Shizuka Ishikawa first came to prominence in 1966, when she won first prize in Japan's national
competition. Further distinctions followed: in 1969, first prize in the Tokyo Radio Competition,
and that same year, first prize in the international radio competition Concertino Praga.

In Tokyo she studied under Professor Marie Hlounova, who was active there at the time, and later
followed her to Prague. From 1970 she pursued her studies at the Academy of Performing Arts as
a scholarship holder of Czechoslovak Radio. Her talent was soon recognised internationally: she
became alaureate of the Henryk Wieniawski Competition in Poznar (1972), the Queen Elisabeth
Competition in Brussels (1976), and the Fritz Kreisler Competition in Vienna (1979).

At the age of nineteen she first appeared as soloist with the Czech Philharmonic; at twenty-
one she debuted at the Prague Spring Festival. With the Czech Philharmonic she also took part
in a tour of Japan. As soloist with the Tokyo Metropolitan Symphony Orchestra and the Japan
Philharmonic Orchestra, she performed at leading European music centres and at renowned
festivals in Warsaw, Zagreb, Budapest, and Helsinki. By the late 1970s she was already active
in the studio, making radio and record productions with the Czech Philharmonic, the Brno
Philharmonic, the Dvorfédk Chamber Orchestra, the Prague Chamber Orchestra, Capella
Istropolitana, and the Wirttemberg Philharmonic.

Czech music has long held a distinguished place in her repertoire, and alongside it the virtuoso
violin literature forms a constant and celebrated presence in her programmes. Since 1997, in
addition to her solo career, she has been a member of the Kubelik Trio, with which she has
regularly graced the foremost stages of the international chamber music scene.

Her discography numbers more than fifty recordings for labels including Supraphon,
Gramofonové zavody, ICN Polyart Prague, LOTOS, Octavia Records - EXTON, and ADEL.

A charming curiosity: her name, Shizuka Ishikawa, may be translated poetically. In Czech it might
be rendered as “Calm Stone River”.

Hana Kotkova first shone upon the Czech musical stage in 1997, when she emerged as the
most successful participant of the Prague Spring International Violin Competition. A graduate
of the Ostrava Conservatoire and the Academy of Performing Arts in Prague, she furthered
her education at the International Yehudi Menuhin Academy in Gstaad, Switzerland, under
the guidance of Alberto Lysy. Today, Hana Kotkova resides permanently in Switzerland, where
much of her musical activity is centred. She recorded the complete violin sonatas of Eugéne
Ysaye for Swiss television; she has given masterclasses at the Rencontres musicales in Blonay,
and she regularly participates in the Martha Argerich Project Festival in Lugano. Since 2003
she has been a frequent guest at the Ostrava Days, where she has introduced a number of
Czech and world premiéres. She made her Carnegie Hall debut in New York with Riti Neurali
by Luca Francesconi, and in November 2012 she gave the American premiere of Morton
Feldman's Violin and Orchestra, accompanied by the Janacek Philharmonic under the baton
of Petr Kotik at Lincoln Center, New York. Hana Kotkova also leads her own ensemble, the
“Kotkova Ensemble”, with which she has performed in Milan and Turin at the MITO Settembre
Musica Festival, and with which she continues to develop multimedia projects. She performs
on a rare ltalian violin by Ferdinando Gagliano from 1775, as well as on a modern instrument
crafted especially for herin 1996 by the Prague violin maker Jan B. Spidlen.

Frantisek Novotny studied violin at the Janaéek Academy of Music in Brno, and with the violin virtuosos
and educators, Zakhar Bron and Viktor Tretyakov. He has since accumulated victories, laureateships and
special mentions from more than twenty competitions (e.g., Kocian Violin Competition, Concertino
Praga, Tchaikovsky Competition in Moscow, Prague Spring, Premio Paganini in Genoa, or Tokyo
International Competition, among others). He is the holder of the Italian radio and television corporation
RAI Award, and of the Henryk Wieniawski Medal. He has been continually building up his exceptionally
wide repertoire (including, for instance, over seventy works with orchestra), which he performs in
collaboration with leading symphony orchestras and during concert tours in major venues across Europe
as well as in Japan and the US. Apart from the standard repertoire, he has been keen on introducing to
audiences less well known or completely unknown works by globally renowned composers. Notably, he
made the first recordings in this country of Romantic concertos by Arensky and Taneyev. He has to his
credit recordings for both Czech and international labels, including among many others violin concertos
of Dvorék and Brahms (with Jifi Bélohlavek), or a unique double album featuring the complete violin
output of Ernest Bloch. He has worked with various radio and television companies. As an educator, he
teaches at the Jana¢ek Academy’s Faculty of Music and at the Academy of Performing Arts in Bratislava,
as well as regularly lecturing at master classes in the Czech Republic, France, Poland, Hungary, Japan,
and the US. In 2009 he was granted full professorship. Elsewhere, he has been involved as a member of
juries of a number of international violin competitions (Ernst Szymanowski, Carl Flesch, G. F. Telemann,
Jend Hubay, Balys Dvarionas, Prague Spring, etc.), and as the president of the Bratislava Academy’s
recently established international violin competition whose first edition was held in 2022 under the aegis
of the then President of Slovakia. In 2023 he received the prestigious Kobushi-Shien Award in Japan,
in recognition of his eminent concert achievements and his long-standing artistic contribution to the
cultural life of Hyogo Prefecture and in the city of Kobe in particular. The finale Allegro assai vivace from
Korngold’s Concerto for Violin and Orchestra rendered by FrantiSek Novotny was chosen by the creators
of the mysterious series Stranger Things (streaming company Netflix) as the soundtrack for Season 4.

In 2011 Tomaszewski became artistic director of Baltic Neopolis
Orchestra and Kammersoliste der Deutschen Oper Berlin. He has an extensive discography and has recorded
for radio and TV stations in Poland, Germany, Switzerland, UK and Japan. He received he prestigious Fryderyk
award twice, for the first time in 2004 for a recording with the European Fine Arts Trio and in 2014 for a CD with
Baltic Neopolis Orchestra, as soloist and conductor. As an acclaimed pedagogue, he teaches at master classes in
Poland, Germany, Belgium, Spain, Italy, Japan and South Korea. Tomaszewski sits on many juries at international
music competitions.

Bohuslav Matousek is one of the foremost figures of contemporary Czech violin, first attracting attention as
achild through numerous victoriesin national competitions. From 1967 t0 1972 he studied at the Academy of
Performing Artsin Prague under Professors J. Pekelsky and V. Snitil, and subsequently continued his studies
in Switzerland with Wolfgang Schneiderhan and Nathan Milstein. In 1972 he won first prize at the prestigious
International Violin Competition of the Prague Spring Festival, marking the beginning of an illustrious
career. From 1977 to 1980 he was invited to Japan as soloist and concertmaster of the Yomiuri Nippon
Symphony Orchestra in Tokyo, performing violin concertos under the batons of renowned conductors such
as Sergiu Celibidache, Kurt Masur, Zubin Mehta, Leonard Bernstein, and others. Upon returning from Japan
in 1980, he began his long-standing association with the Stamic Quartet, serving as its first violinist while
maintaining an active solo career. Since leaving the Stamic Quartet in 1995, Bohuslav Matousek has focused
primarily on solo concert work, with a repertoire ranging from early Baroque compositions to contemporary
masterpieces. In chamber music, he performed for six decades with his long-time partner, pianist Petr
Adamec, and since 2018 he has also collaborated regularly with pianist Miroslav Sekera. Another significant
aspect of his work is his artistic leadership of the Octet of the Czech Philharmonic.

Among his many honours, he is the recipient of the prestigious Cannes Midem Classical Award (2001) for
his complete recording of Bohuslav Martin{'s works for violin and piano. He is also one of the few artists
to have received the Silver Medal of the Bohuslav MartinG Foundation in recognition of his outstanding
contribution to promoting the composer's legacy. His complete recording of Martind's works for
concertante violin (viola) with the Czech Philharmonic and the internationally acclaimed conductor
Christopher Hogwood was released in 2019 by the distinguished London-based label Hyperion (4 CDs)
and has received numerous international and domestic awards. In addition to his performing career, he
teaches at the Academy of Performing Arts in Prague (HAMU). In 2011, his home town of Havli¢kv Brod
conferred upon him the title of Honorary Citizen.

Fox Chan is a distinguished violinist, educator, and adjudicator. He currently lectures at the Sydney Conservatorium of
Music and is the founder and Artistic Director of the Arco Music Academy (est. 2012), where his students have consistently
achieved national and international acclaim. A devoted mentor, he regularly presents masterclasses across the Europe,
United States, Australia, Russia, and China. Highly sought after as a juror, Fox has served on the panels of numerous
international violin and chamber music competitions. In 2017, he founded the Fox International Music Association to
support the next generation of musicians and promote global appreciation for classical music. He launched the Sydney
International Music Festival in 2019, followed by the Sydney Chamber Music Project in 2024 — an initiative dedicated to
presenting compelling chamber music performances and fostering artistic collaboration. As a recording artist, Fox was
invited to record J. S. Bach'’s Sonatas for Violin and Piano and The Musical Offering for IPCJSB, the official label of the
J.S.BachInternational Piano Competition (Germany). In 2018, he was nominated by the Australian Council as Citizen of the
Year,andin 2020, he received the Australia Day Arts and Cultural Award. That same year, he was appointed guest professor
atthe Cleveland Institute of Music International Academy. As a soloist, Fox has performed with leading orchestras including
the Hunan Symphony Orchestra, Zhejiang Symphony Orchestra, and Xi'an Conservatorium Symphony Orchestra in
China; the Schnittke and St. Petersburg Chamber Orchestras in Russia; the Orquesta Sinfonia de Michoacan in Mexico;
and numerous ensembles across Australia. He has given acclaimed solo recitals throughout Australia, New Zealand,
France, ltaly, Portugal, Norway, Poland, Singapore, China, Hong Kong, and Macau.

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Nowadays it is difficult to imagine the music life in the city of Brno, as well as on significant
stages of the Czech Republic, without the presence of the Czech Virtuosi orchestra. The
steep concert career of this remarkable “Mozartian” musical ensemble, now of European
standing, began with a concert at the Besedni dim in Brno on January 28, 1989, under the
baton of Japanese conductor Hideaki Hirai, co-founder of the ensemble, which now has
over 800 concerts to its credit, a good third of which are performed abroad. Czech Virtuosi
premiered John Rutter’s Requiem and, at the first “Leos Janacek Festival“in Brno, performed
aunique reduced version of Janacek’s opera The Cunning Little Vixen, conducted by an Irish
conductor. Later, they performed this piece in the Smetana Hall in Prague and presented the
Czech premiere of the Japanese composition “Princess of the Moon”.

The Czech Virtuosi orchestra has preserved its domain as a “Mozartian type” ensemble
to this day. This label impressed upon the ensemble by demanding and encompassing
Vienna, where the successful performance of four of Mozart's works became not only
a launching pad for the orchestra’s activities on a European scale but also a fateful bond
with this sanctuary of European music. There is no hall or significant venue in Vienna
where the Czech Virtuosi have not performed, including the Konzerthaus, Musikverein,
Vienna State Opera, and the famous Stephansdom, where they annually perform famous
oratorical works such as Dvorédk’s Stabat Mater, Requiem, or Britten’s War Requiem.
Oratorical works are also performed annually in Waldsassen, Germany.

The Czech Virtuosi orchestra is repeatedly invited to prestigious European festivals
in France (Paris, Fenétrange, Dijon, Antibes), Austria (Vienna, Salzburg), Germany
(Festspiele Europaische Wochen Passau), Belgium, the Netherlands, Spain, Italy (Rome,
Perugia, Vatican), Poland (Musica Sacromontana International Festival in Polish Gastynia),
and more. With their “pure” lineup of 33 players, the Virtuosi undertook concert tours to
Japan in 2003, and subsequently in a baroque configuration in the autumn of 2010 and
201, performing without a conductor under the artistic direction of their concertmaster,
Pavel Wallinger.

The most prestigious offers of recent years include the most frequently repeated invitations
to concerts in France. During the year-long Festival of Czech Music in Dijon in 2015, they
successfully staged and performed a complete international cast of Janacek’s opera Kata
Kabanova. Three years later, they presented his Jenufa in Caen, France. In 2016, they,
along with conductor and soloist Stefan Veselka, performed Mozart's piano concerto and
Dvorék’s Symphony No. 8. The orchestra also regularly participates in other festivals in France.
More than half of their 30 concerts take place in Czech cities. In the Suk Hall of
Prague’s Rudolfinum, they performed twice as part of the “Classic and Jazz” festival,
with a repeat in Perugia, Italy, with Italian violinist Alessandro Quartararo and conductor
Walter Attanasi. They have also performed two famous Requiems - Mozart’s in 2016 and
Cherubini’s in 2017 - in international vocal casts in the Rudolfinum’s grand hall.

A prominent guest of the Czech Virtuosi orchestra is the young and outstanding American
violin virtuoso of Korean origin, Esther Yoo, who now performs with world orchestras
and conductors all over the world. Since February 2010, she has participated in over
40 concerts with Czech Virtuosi.

Over the course of its concert activity, the Czech Virtuosi have generated enormous
interest from the public, especially in Advent and Christmas concerts in Brno’s church
spaces, dedicated primarily to the music of baroque masters, as well as the traditional and
long-sold-out Three Kings’ Concert at Petrov Cathedral with the charismatic Jifi Pavlica
and his ensemble Hradistan.

The concert activity of the Czech Virtuosi orchestra is inconceivable without its
participation in benefit concerts for various foundations, such as Helping Hands,
Bethlehem, or traditionally for the Masaryk Oncology Institute.

Recordings of some of their concerts have been dedicated to the archive of TV Noe. They
have been invited three times to the televised “Concert of Goodwill” at Velehrad. Both
the audience and critics appreciate Czech Virtuosi for their stylistic purity, colourfulness,
perfect harmony, and spontaneous musicality.

He began his career
as an assistant to Zdenék Kosler at the National Theatre in Prague and was invited by
Herbert von Karajan to collaborate with the Vienna Philharmonic. Since 2000, he has
been a pedagogue at AMU.

Throughout his career, he has led numerous Czech and Slovak orchestras, such as the
Chamber Opera Prague, Janaéek Philharmonic Orchestra Ostrava, Brno Philharmonic
Orchestra, Pardubice Chamber Philharmonic, and since spring 2014, he has been the
chief conductor of the Aichi Central Symphony Orchestra Nagoya. He is regularly invited
to domestic and international music festivals.

Svarovsky is the president of the International Music Festival Ema Destinnovd and
a frequent guest at the Smetana Litomys| Festival and others. He conducted the world
premiere of Slavomir Hofinka’s Violin Concerto with soloist Sophia Jaffé and the Czech
Philharmonic.

His discography includes more than 24 CDs. He regularly conducts concerts in the
Czech Republic and abroad, including cities like Bratislava, Zilina, Tokyo, and Nagoya. He
collaborates with all Czech, Moravian, and Slovak orchestras, as well as foreign orchestras
such as the Orchestre de Pays de la Lorraine Metz, Staatskapelle Dresden, Mozarteum
Orchester Salzburg, and the Presidential Symphony Orchestra Ankara.
